Religious Education News

Next Sunday is the Third Sunday in Advent. It is known as Gaudete or Rejoice Sunday.

In 2014, Pope Francis said on that day we should be thinking about all the good things life has
given us, instead of worrying about all our Christmas preparations.

He called this the ‘Sunday of Joy’. Having passed the midpoint of Advent, the Church lightens
the mood a little, and the priest may wear rose vestments.

What can we do?
We can prepare for Christmas by:
¢ Praying together as a family.
e Sharing a special family meal together.
Meals are a wonderful way to deepen family bonds and to share faith. Jesus used meals often as a way of
sharing himself and teaching his disciples.
Family meals help us to understand the Eucharist as a gathering of loving unity, where Christ is truly present.
Light three candles on your Advent wreath. Third candle (pink) symbolises joy.
Then pray:
Dear God,
When the world was dark, you sent a light.
That light was Jesus.
Thank you for all the times we have felt the light of Jesus in our family.
Please be with our family as we prepare to celebrate Jesus’ birthday this year.
Amen.

All families have been sent an email today regarding booking their child/ren’s MAI / Best Start interview.

We aim to assess as many children as possible in Year 1 to Year 6 on Monday 29th and Tuesday 30th January

It is important to note those who do
not secure a booking will be assessed during class once the term commences.

e The assessment for Year 1 to Year 6 is 30 minutes.
e Kindergarten assessments are 40 minutes.

e Children are not required to wear their school uniform on assessment day.
Parents are asked to make their way to the Library until their child/ren’s assessment is complete.

e There will be no teacher supervision on the assessment day.
e Parents are able to book simultaneous times for their children across classes where available.

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School Student Transport Scheme (SSTS) - students progressing from Year 2 to 3 and Year 6 to 7.
NSW Transport has made some improvements to their system which now means that students who are
progressing to Year 3 and Year 7 do not need to reapply if they meet the following three conditions:

e are continuing at the same school
e areresiding at the same address
e have not been sent an expiry notification from Transport for NSW.

The system has automatically validated a student’s ongoing eligibility if they’re at the same school and progressing
to year 3 and year 7. Where a student met the new eligibility the system has updated their entitlement and card. If
they didn’t meet the new eligibility, they would have been sent an expiry notification.

If students need to update any information or reapply, they should go online to
https://apps.transport.nsw.gov.au/ssts/updateDetails.

Applications need to be submitted before 31 December 2017 to ensure students’ entitlements are updated and
their current card is not cancelled. If their application is submitted after 31 December 2017, the system will
automatically cancel their card and a new one will need to be issued.

Students in the Opal network applying for an SSTS or Term Bus Pass entitlement for the first time will receive their
card at their nominated postal address. Cards will be mailed out during the 3" week of January 2018.
