 The Compass Kiosk in the school foyer looks like a large iPad and is to be used by parents who pick up their 
child/ren early, for late arrivals, and for sign in by all visitors to the school.

2020 School Fees 
 
I wish to advise that in 2020, both tuition and school resource fees will rise by 1.5%.  There 
will be no increase in the Diocesan Building Levy. 
 
This increase has been endorsed by the Diocesan Schools Finance Committee and the 
Bishop’s Office and is at the low end of the possible range of increase that was 
communicated to parents in 2018. 
 
In 2020 the fee structure for the first child in our school will be:

*Excludes Yr 5/6 camps and other student specific fees (ie swim program) 
 
I can confirm that sibling discounts on tuition fees will continue to apply as in previous 
years.  These discounts provide a 20% reduction for the second child, 50% for the third 
child and 100% for fourth and subsequent children.
