This week has been an example of 
the engaging experiences our children are involved in as part of their learning. 
 
Book week parade - Wednesday

parade. We have been focussing on vocabulary for the past 2 years and the parade helps our children to share the 
rich language we are learning.

Project Feathertail Glider 
This is a full term of work for the year 3&4 classes covering concepts in the Science & Tech, English and 
Geography curriculums. On Tuesday the children went to Attunga reserve at Newport to plant native trees in the 
natural habitat of the gliders. They learnt about protecting and restoring native habitats in general for many 
native animals. 
 
Next week they will work with their Mater Maria High School student buddies in small groups on their project to 
raise awareness in the community about the Feathertail gliders. 
 
This learning project is community based and authentic to the children as they try and solve a ‘real world’ issue. 
They are very excited about their work and looking forward to the expo of their projects on Friday 20th September 
at Sacred Heart School Mona Vale. 
 
Band Performance evening coming up! - Wednesday 4th September 
All children in bands, Year 1 recorder group and choir will perform at our annual Concert evening.

3. Missing days of school impacts on a students’ learning, wellbeing and future employment and life choices 
4. Supporting good attendance at school is the responsibility of everyone in the school community. 
 
The CSO has organised some parent workshops which will have a wellbeing focus and will address school 
attendance matters such as, good routines and strategies, developing resilience and a growth mindset in 
children/adolescents.
