● Girls - supplied by school

Outfits:

● Girls - Plain (no print please) white short sleeved t-shirt

The following are some suggestions for items your child may like to 
wear (please note that they don’t need to wear all these): a neck tie, a tie around their head (like 
a headband), long socks, short socks, odd socks, a blazer (*note: the weather can sometimes be 
very warm at this time of the year). Please don’t hesitate to let Mrs Appleton know if you need 
any assistance with this as we have a few old spare uniforms at school. The uniform does not 
need to match other students in the class.
